Letterl0/18/49--"The seedling trees Imentioned in my last letter
belong to Fred Onstot, Gridley, Calif., but the trees
were planted by a Mr. Hale from Yuba City about 12
years ago, he was then the owner of the land. he is
now dead. I went to the ranch yesterday to dry to
find out where the trees came from, but none of the
present people there seems to kmow. I had a few
muts with me for comparison and was told that oc-
casionally one tree had a few nuts like them, so
there is no doubt that they are the C hinese nut.
