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Issues Associated with Melamine

Reports of melamine adulteration of several different types of imported foods have been wide-spread in the recent
past. Although no health issues have been reported in the United States, public health has been severely
compromised in Asian countries. Melamine-containing products have been found on Connecticut shelves as part of
an on-going surveillance of the market place.
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
