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Section 19-508-13(a) of the Regulations of Connecticut State

Agencies is amended to read as follows:

Sec. 19~508-13. Variances

(a) Any person who owns or operates any source of air pollu=-
tants as defined in section 19-508-1 [(a)] may apply to the Com-
nissioner for a variance or a partial variance from one or more
of the provisions of these regulations. Applications for a vari-
ance shall be submitted on forms furnished or prescribed by the
Commissioner and shall supply such information as he requires,
including but not limited to,

(1} information on the nature and location of the facility or
process for which such application is made;

(2) the reasons for which the variance is required, including
the economic and technological justifications;

(3) the type and guantity of emissions that will occur during
the period of wvariance;

(4) a description of interim control measures to be taken by
the source to minimize emissions and the damages occurring there-
from;

(5) history of any previous environmental litigation between
the source and government agencies;

{(6) a specific schedule of measures to be taken to bring the
source into eventual compliance with those regulations from which

the variance is sought;
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(7) any other relevant information the Commissioner may require

in order to make a determination regarding the application.
