Measurement", a paper by John L. Mills, 56th Annual
Heeting of the Air Pollution Control Association, in
Detroit, Michigan, June 9-14, 1963}; or,
If the odor is céused in whole or in part by a substance
listed in Table 8-1, and when the concentration in Table
8-1 is exceeded, for any period of time as demonstrated by
analysis made in accordance with methods approved by

qualified professional chemists.

Nothing in this.section shall permit emission of any air

pollutant in violation of any other section.

chemists. ]

(a)(1) NO PERSON SHALL CAUSE OR PERMIT THE EMISSION OF ANY
SUBSTANCE OR COMBINATION OF SUBSTANCES WHICH CREATES OR
CONTRIBUTES TO AN ODOR, IN THE AMBIENT AIR, THAT
CONSTITUTES A NUISANCE.

AN ODOR CONSTITUTES A NUISANCE IF PRESENT WITH SUCH
INTENSITY, CHARACTERISTICS, FREQUENCY AND DURATION THAT:

(A) IT IS, OR CAN REASONABLY BE EXPECTED TO BE,
INJURIOUS TO PUBLIC HEALTH OR WELFARE, OR

(B) IT UNREASONABLY INTERFERES WITH THE ENJOYMENT OF
LIFE OR THE USE OF PROPERTY, CONSIDERING THE
CHARACTER AND DEGREE OF INJURY TO, OR INTERFERENCE
WITH, THE HEALTH, GENERAL WELFARE PROPERTY, OR USE
OF PROPERTY OF THE PEOPLE AFFECTED, AND THE LOCATION
OF THE POLLUTION SOURCE AND CHARACTER OF THE AREA OR
