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Sec. 22a-174-25.  Effective date


(a) The effective date of these regulations shall be June  1,
1972.


(b) On June 1, 1972, sections 19-13-G1 through 19-13-G10
inclusive, section 19-13-G13, sections 19-13-G17 through
19-13-G19 inclusive, sections 19-13-G21 through 19-13-G30
inclusive, sections 19-13-G37 and 19-13-G38 shall expire.


(c) On June 1, 1973, sections 19-13-G11 and 19-13-G12,
sections 19-13-G14, 19-13-G15, and 19-13-G20, and sections
19-13-G31 through 19-13-G36 inclusive shall expire.
