The [CITY/TOWN] is in the initial stages of adopting Aquifer Protection Area Regulations. State law requires the [CITY/TOWN] Aquifer Protection Agency, a.k.a. [COMMISSION APPOINTED AS THE AGENCY], to adopt and enforce these new regulations.

The Aquifer Protection Area Regulations provide protection for the public water supply by regulating certain activities in aquifer protection areas to minimize contamination. Certain businesses located in the aquifer protection area are required to register. Generally, businesses that are required to register include:

· Most manufacturing and chemical wholesale storage industries

· Trades and services such as gasoline stations, auto and engine services, machine shops, dry cleaners, furniture strippers, printers, photo processors, medical offices and laboratories

· Other businesses that use, store, or handle hazardous materials.

Attached is a map of the new regulated aquifer protection area. You are being notified because a survey of the aquifer protection area and the potentially regulated land uses indicate that you own a business in this area or a piece of property on which a business is located and that you may be required to register.
