Angler’s Guide & Ethics:
· Ice Fishing definition, lake/pond regulations, local fishing, respect for lake residents, litter and trespassing
· Live bait – NEVER release into water body
Clothing (always have extra in vehicle):

· DRESS IN LAYERS *AVOID COTTON*! Wool socks, Long underwear
· Mid-layer of fleece or wool; wind breaking outer layer waterproof insulated boots, creepers
· Neck warmer or hood, sunscreen, sunglasses

· Winter hat, gloves vs. mittens

Safety:   
· Getting on ice - thickness & types of ice; springs, structure, inlet/outlet effect on ice. NEVER GO ALONE!
· Equipment to carry – throw bag, seat cushions, ice spikes        

Equipment:  
· Drilling holes: Ice chisel (spud), auger, ice skimmer

· Tip-ups: sounding a hole, ice line and proper leader, hooking live-bait

· Jig rod: jigs, spring bobber, larval bait

· Insulated Bait Bucket, Pliers, Seat, Sled, and Stove
