(2) — All MSAs will be structured so they expire on June 30, in alignment with the municipal
fiscal year. First year will be from November 16, 2012 to June 30, 2013.

(3) — MIRA will charge a higher price for tons above the tonnage cap or reserved quantity.

(4) — "Under municipality's control" means waste for which the municipality either directly or
indirectly pays for the disposal.

(5) — On all waste under municipal control.

(6) — Municipal solid waste will be accepted, but customer will be assessed a proportional share
of any net increase in MIRA’s costs (such as the cost of exporting waste to alternate disposal
sites).

(7) — No tonnage cap for waste under control of the municipality and generated within the
municipality's borders.

(8) — If actual disposal fee exceeds amount specified, municipality has the option of terminating
the MSA and making other arrangements for the management of its waste.

(9) — If offered after "guaranteed availability" date, the term can run no later than 2027,
