
 

      

 

 
 
 
 
 
If you submit an electronic file to populate your client data in DDaP, you must update your insurance 
information via the electronic file submission, not through direct data entry.   
 
 

Up to four insurance types can be added for a client, each comprised of four data fields. The first insurance 
type on the file format is Insurance Type 1 (fields 31-34).  The insurance requirements are as follows:

Medicaid BHH can be added as Insurance Type 1, 2, 3 or 4 on the electronic file. Do not add Medicaid 
BHH through direct data entry or it will be overlaid with the next electronic file submission. 
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The other 3 Insurance Types are located at the end of the file format. These insurance types have the same 
requirements as those listed on the previous page for Insurance Type 1.  
 
Insurance Type 2: (fields 124 - 127) 
 

Insurance Type 3: (fields 128 - 131) 
 

Insurance Type 4: (fields 132 - 135 - the last four data fields on the file.) 
 
 
 An Insurance Type of ‘No Health Insurance’ (Value ‘2’) cannot be combined with any other Insurance Type. 
This will result in an error when the file is submitted.  
 

 
 

 IMPORTANT NOTE: DDaP will populate the insurance types from the most recent ‘successfully  
        loaded’ file. Previously loaded insurance types will be overlaid. Be sure to include all valid insurance  
        types for the client on the file.
