unsuitable investments, fraudulent
offerings, unregistered products,
unlicensed advisers/brokers or
theft or misappropriation
of funds.

e Your financial health affects your
overall health.

e The quality of proper nutrition
and healthcare are both affected
by finances.

e Many aspects of normal aging
and disease can contribute to
your vulnerability to fraud and
exploitation. We’re all at risk.

e Changes in your ability to make
important decisions can leave
you vulnerable to someone who
may handle your affairs differently
than you would.

e The population of older adults
vulnerable to investment and
financial fraud is large and growing.
