The above-captioned matter was heard as a contested case on October 24, 2017, at which time 

the complainant and the respondents appeared, stipulated to certain facts and presented testimony, 
exhibits and argument on the complaint. The complainant, who is incarcerated, appeared via 
teleconference, pursuant to the January 2004 memorandum of understanding between the 
Commission and the Department of Correction.  See Docket No. CV 03-0826293, Anthony Sinchak v. 
FOIC et al, Superior Court, J.D. of Hartford at Hartford,  Corrected Order dated January 27, 2004 
(Sheldon, J.).  THE COMMISSIONER, STATE OF CONNECTICUT, DEPARTMENT OF 
CORRECTION, AND STATE OF CONNECTICUT, DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTION, 
WERE INITIALLY NAMED AS RESPONDENTS IN THIS MATTER.  HOWEVER, SUCH 
RESPONDENTS HAD NO ROLE IN THE UNDERLYING MATTER AND DID NOT 
PARTICIPATE IN THE OCTOBER 27, 2017 HEARING.   WITHOUT OBJECTION, THE 
DOC RESPONDENTS ARE REMOVED AS PARTIES IN THIS MATTER, AND THE CASE-
