2. By letter dated November 28, 2017, the complainant appealed to this Commission alleging 
that the respondents violated the Freedom of Information Act (“FOI”) by improperly 
holding a special “emergency” meeting on October [20] 30, 2017.  The complainant 
requested:  

 
a. that the actions of the respondent board be declared null and void 

including its decision to place the complainant on administrative 
leave;  

b. the imposition of civil penalties; and  
c. an order that the respondents comply with the requirements of §1-

225(d), G.S. 
 
 

9.      It is found that in [March of] 2017, an action was [filed] COMMENCED in Superior  
         Court against the Redding Police Department stemming from the officers’ conduct at the  
         scene.  It is found that as a result, on or about March 30, 2017, the respondent Julia  
         Pemberton, who is First Selectman of the town, watched the footage from the body  
         cameras for the first time.
