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AMENDMENTS

Docket #FIC 2017-0683  Kathleen Biga v. Superintendent of Schools, Derby Public
Schools; and Derby Public Schools

21. The Commission has previously addressed the issue of videotapes that show more than one
student in [Docket #FIC 2007-100, Bowyer v. Stonington Public Schools] DOCKET #FIC
2004-551; MARY BALTIMORE V. SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS, CROMWELL
PUBLIC SCHOOLS. In that case, the Commission concluded:

20 U.S.C. 8§ 1232¢g(a)(1)(A) is “federal law”, as that term is
used by 8§1-210(a), G.S. .... This federal law unambiguously
establishes that a parent does not have the right to records
which include or have information about students other than
their own child. The Berkeley Letter reaffirms this principle
in the specific context of a videotape and supersedes the
earlier decision in Deborah Maynard v. Superintendent,
Voluntown School District, Docket #FIC 1998-023. See

also U.S. v. Miami University, 294 F. 3rd 797 (2002).
