REQUESTED:  Approval of declaration of official intent pursuant
to federal income tax regulations, and authorization for State
Treasurer to enter into tax regulatory agreements and secondary
market disclosure agreements in connection with an energy
facility project at Connecticut Juvenile Training School in
Middletown, Connecticut.

RESOLVED, (1) that the State hereby declares the official intent
of the State required pursuant to Section 1.150-2 of the Federal
Income Tax Regulations, Title 26, with respect to the
construction of an energy facility project to be built at the
Connecticut Juvenile Training School in Middletown, Connecticut
at a cost of up to $20,000,000, to the effect that the State
reasonably expects there to be reimbursements from the proceeds
of obligations of any and all expenditures paid for the energy
facility in an amount anticipated not to exceed $20,000,000, and
that the Secretary of the Office of Policy and Management and the
Treasurer are authorized to amend this Declaration of Official
Intent on behalf of the State for such project; (2) that the
State Treasurer is authorized to make representations and enter
into agreements to provide secondary market disclosure
information with respect to transactions by State agencies with
respect to such project in connection with which the State may be
an obligated party under Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities and
Exchange Commission; and (3) that the State Treasurer is
authorized to enter into tax regulatory agreements containing the
provisions set forth in Section 3-20(r) of the Connecticut
General Statutes with respect to obligations of the State in
connection with such project.
