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Highlights

OPM CJPPD recently 
updated its analysis of 
data published in the 
FBI’s annual Crime in the 
United States. The 
adjacent table depicts 
the annual change in 
each state’s violent crime 
rate, as well as the total 
change from 2012-2016.

Despite increasing by 
2.6% in 2016, 
Connecticut’s violent 
crime rate (reported 
violent crimes per 
100,000 residents) has 
dropped more than any 
other state since 2012, 
falling 20%.  

Connecticut’s Violent 
Crime rate went from the 
18th lowest in the nation 
in 2012 to 6th in 2015 
and 5th lowest in 2016.
