Minutes of the September 1, 2011 Meeting (I)

The meeting was called to order at 2:50 p.m.  The Minutes of the September 1, 2011 Meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Report of the Subcommittee on Police Training (II)

Ms. Valerie LaMotte, staff for the JJAC, presented the report for the Subcommittee on Police Training.  She distributed the conference brochure for the JJAC’s 17th Annual Statewide Conference for all Connecticut Police Agencies, which will be held on Tuesday, November 22, 2011 from 8:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. at the Crowne Plaza Hotel in Cromwell.  The main speakers for this event will be John-Michael Keyes from the I Love U Guys Foundation and John McDonald from the Jefferson County Schools in Colorado.  Members were encouraged to attend the conference.  Conference materials are now posted on-line with registration at www.ct.gov/opm/JJYDtraining. 
Ms. LaMotte also reviewed the proposed Police and Youth Program for 2012/2013 as revised by the Subcommittee on Police Training.  This program supports grants of up to $10,000 to increase or enhance opportunities for youth and police to work together to benefit their community.  The goals of the Police and Youth Program are to promote positive youth development and to increase the numbers of police officers who are experienced and comfortable working and interacting with youth.  The only change from last year is addition of information on the evaluation of the projects by the University of Connecticut.
The Subcommittee will also be updating Children, Youth and the Police, Recommended Policies and Procedures for 2011 because of the large numbers of legal changes concerning juvenile justice in the last legislative session.  This update will be discussed at the conference on November 22.
Action on the 2012/2013 Police and Youth Program (III)

The Police and Youth Program was unanimously approved as recommended by the Subcommittee on Police Training.  It will be announced at the conference.
Report of the Subcommittee on Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) (IV)

New legislation requiring state agencies to report on DMC goals and accomplishments every two years must be compiled by the Office of Policy and Management (OPM) from agency submissions.  The first report is due to the Governor and the General Assembly by December 31, 2011.  The Subcommittee on DMC is coordinating agency responses which were due to OPM by September 30.  Staff will compile a draft for review by e-mail and a final review at the next subcommittee meeting set for Thursday, December 15, 2011.
Report of the Police/Juvenile Task Group (V)

The Police/Juvenile Task Group held a Train the Trainers session on the Effective Police Interactions with Youth curriculum on September 14 and 15.  Eighteen of 20 trainers (including three new persons) were trained.  To encourage ongoing practice of the curriculum, trainers suggested another daylong training on Topic 1: Equal Treatment of Diverse Youth.  This is scheduled for October 21.  In addition, six trainers will be attending the national juvenile justice conference to be held October 12 – 14, 2011 in Washington, DC.  They will be staffing an exhibit table showcasing the efforts of the JJAC, particularly the Effective Police Interactions with Youth patrol officer curriculum.
Action on Continuation Grant Applications (VI)

In addition, the JJAC agreed to significantly increasing the contract for Support to the JJAC with Civics First, Inc. to be based on expenditures over the past 15 months and extending the contract for an additional two years.
Update on the Connecticut Consortium on School Attendance (VII)

Ms. LaMotte informed members that the Connecticut Consortium on School Attendance will be holding its 7th annual retreat from 2 p.m. Wednesday, December 7 through 2 p.m. Thursday, December 8, 2011 at Water’s Edge in Westbrook.  The keynote speaker will be Dr. Anthony J. Limoges, Principal of South San Francisco High School and co-author of Bricks and Bridges with Monty Selby.  Members are invited to attend and the next JJAC meeting will be held during the retreat at 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday, December 7.  
Update on the Juvenile Jurisdiction Policy and Operations Coordinating Council (JJPOCC) and the Criminal Justice Policy Advisory Commission (CJPAC) (VIII)
Ms. LaMotte, as co-chair of the JJPOCC, gave a brief update on its organizational meeting held September 21.  The next meeting is set for October 25.  Both the JJPOCC and the CJPAC are required to comment on the legislative idea of a community corrections agency.
Other Business (IX)

Ms. LaMotte reminded members that the JJAC would be meeting seven times rather than 10 times in the upcoming year.  There will be no meetings in November, January or March.  Therefore the next JJAC Business Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, December 7, 2011 at 6:00 p.m. at the Water’s Edge in Westbrook.
