Minutes of the October 1, 2015 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 1:33 p.m.  The minutes of the October 1, 2015 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Update on the Connecticut Consortium on School Attendance Retreat held November 23 & 24, 2015 (II)
Members discussed how they thought the retreat had gone.  Everyone was enthusiastic about showing the movie Paper Tigers.  The guest speaker Jim Sporleder was excellent and participants seemed very interested in all the sessions.  The evaluations will be reviewed and details presented at the January meeting.
Approval of the Second Statutory Report on Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) (III)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte did not have a draft report prepared for review.  She suggested asking each state agency to provide agency information on two DMC initiatives accomplished during the last four years including data that documents the services, trainings or system improvements completed as well as one strategy the agency will implement to address DMC over the next two years.  The members agreed with this plan.  The agency submissions will be reviewed at the January meeting.
Update on School Staff Trainings (IV)
Ms. LaMotte shared that the training of all staff in 10 middle and high schools with the Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police curriculum has begun.  Twenty-three sessions are scheduled for fall, although one training has had to be canceled because no police officer trainer was available to train.  Managing the trainers, trainees, training facilities and training materials has been a large undertaking.  The last training this fall is set for December 15 with trainings resuming for the spring in early March.  In addition a training during a professional development day will be held in East Hartford Middle School on February 12.  For the January meeting there will be data on the numbers of school staff trained and costs.
Discussion and Action on the 2016/2017 Police and Youth Program (V)
Ms. LaMotte presented the 2016/2017 version of the Police and Youth Program and the JJAC voted its approval.
Discussion and Action on the 2016/2017 School Attendance Program (VI)

The JJAC approved the 2016/2017 School Attendance Program with eligible applicants limited to those school districts that are members of the Connecticut Consortium on School Attendance.
