Minutes of the October 4, 2012 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 1:30 p.m.  The minutes of the October 4, 2012 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Update on the Connecticut Consortium on School Attendance Retreat held December 5 & 6, 2012 (II)
Members briefly discussed how well the School Attendance retreat went.  Evaluation results will be shared at the March meeting.
Update on the Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police Project (III)

Ms. LaMotte gave a brief update on the “Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police” trainings held in the fall.  Seven sessions were held from October 2012 through December 2012 with 149 school staff trained.  This new curriculum addresses how to use disciplinary data and protocols with police to ensure a consistent response to student misbehavior, particularly with minority students, without changing school policies.  Solutions offered include both system and individual actions.  The curriculum will be taught out of state at the 38th Juvenile Justice Symposium and National DMC Conference to be held February 13 – 15, 2013 in Biloxi, Mississippi. 
Update from the Subcommittee on Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) (IV)
The Subcommittee on DMC met on December 3, 2012 to discuss the Police and Youth and Reaching for Respect programs, a possible new local DMC program, and other DMC activities.  They recommended folding the Reaching for Respect Program into a technical assistance component for the Police and Youth Program and expanding the applicant agencies for the Police and Youth Program to include non-profit organizations.

Discussion and Action on the 2013/2014 Police and Youth Program (V)
Ms. LaMotte briefly described the Police and Youth Program, which provides grants of up to $10,000 to public agencies for a 12-month program to enhance opportunities for police and youth to interact outside of the law enforcement role.  The JJAC approved recommendations of the Subcommittee on DMC to revise the 2013/2014 Police and Youth Program by expanding the funding allocation and opening it to non-profit applicants with youth development technical assistance provided to all grantees.
Discussion and Action on the 2013/2014 School Attendance  Program (VI)
The JJAC heard from the University of Connecticut professors who have been overseeing the evaluation of the School Attendance Programs.  Because of the lack of fidelity of grantees in implementing projects and the low numbers of students served, the evaluation process has not been able to document any success in improving school attendance through this program.  Last year the funding for evaluation was eliminated, but six projects were funded.  The JJAC decided to eliminate the School Attendance Program for 2013/2014, but increase the technical assistance to Consortium districts.  This would enhance the benefits to districts joining the Consortium and allow time to decide about future improving school attendance initiatives.
