Minutes of the November 21, 2014 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 2:50 p.m.  The minutes of the November 21, 2014 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Update on the Funds Allocation Sheets (II)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte distributed and went over the allocation sheets for the Formula Grants and Juvenile Accountability Block Grants funds.
Update on the School Attendance Retreat and the School Attendance Program (III)

Ms. LaMotte informed the members that the evaluation forms from the school attendance retreat had been lost.  Since this subject had been covered at the November meeting, there was no further discussion.
Update on the Right Response CT Network (IV)
Ms. LaMotte distributed the evaluation results of the Right Response CT Network fall event held on December 5, 2014.  There were 34 evaluation forms from 83 attendees for a response rate of 41%.  She noted that 88% of the respondents rated the event as excellent or good and 90% rated it as useful 
or somewhat useful.  Members were very positive about the guest speaker, Dr. George Bear, a school psychologist and college professor from Delaware.  There was considerable discussion about using school climate surveys as a positive measure along with the numbers of out of school sanctions and arrests to measure change at schools with Right Response CT Network grants and staff attending the mandated Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police training.
Ms. LaMotte reported that just over 100 school staff from Right Response CT Network grantees attended the training.  She will arrange for additional sessions this spring for the remaining 50 staff.
Action on Proposals for A Fourth Study of Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) with Connecticut’s Juvenile Justice System (V)
The Office of Policy and Management (OPM), on behalf of the JJAC, released a Request for Proposals for “A Fourth Study of Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) with Connecticut’s Juvenile Justice System” on Friday, December 5, 2014.  The RFP sought proposals to support a research study using the same methodology as in the three prior studies to address the federal juvenile justice mandate concerning disproportionate minority contact.  The proposed new study results will allow the JJAC to use data in developing recommendations and funding strategies to reduce DMC.
OPM received two proposals in response to this RFP by the due date of January 5, 2015 from:

Hornby Zeller Associates, Inc., Troy, New York; and

Spectrum Associates Market Research Incorporated, Avon, Connecticut.

The JJAC designated a review panel for the RFP and authorized the review panel to select the top proposal on behalf of the JJAC.  The review panel members were Ines Eaton, Danielle Forko, Amy Giovannucci, Valerie LaMotte, and Tonya Lewis.
Discussion of the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention’s FY 2015 Title II Three Year Plan Solicitation (VI)
Ms. LaMotte reported that the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention had not yet released the application materials and plan requirements, so action on this agenda item was postponed.
Other Business (VII)
The JJAC approved requesting from OJJDP an extension of one year to December 11, 2016 for the 2012 Juvenile Accountability Block Grant.
