Minutes of the March 4, 2010 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 2:50 p.m. by Chairperson Anthony Salius.  The minutes of the March 4, 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Update on the FY 2010 Formula Grant Application Submitted to OJJDP in March 2010 (II)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte, staff to the JJAC, distributed copies of the 2010 application submitted to OJJDP on March 30, 2010 and walked members through each part.  This included revised write-ups of the plans for the four federal mandates (DSO, Separation, Jail Removal and DMC) and of the programs for funding with 2010 funds.

Unfortunately, on March 31 OJJDP announced revised award amounts by state for FY 2010 for four programs.  Therefore each application the JJAC has submitted will need to be changed to reflect the new amounts.  Ms. LaMotte presented revised allocation sheets with the revised amounts.  The JJAC voted unanimously to revise applications as follows:

1)
Title II Formula Grants funds—$270,000 for School Programs, $175,815 for Capacity Building Initiatives (a reduction of $26,585), $100,000 for Police and Youth Programs, and $60,647 for Planning & Administration (a reduction of $2,953).
2)
Title V Community Prevention Grants Program—$84,945 (an increase of $51,459).
3)
Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws (EUDL) Block Grants Program—$175,000 for compliance checks and $181,400 for media campaign (a reduction of $3,600).

4)
Juvenile Accountability Block Grants Program—$596,400 (a reduction of $28,700).

Update from the Police/Juvenile Task Group (III)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte distributed a one-page summary of the activities of the Police/Juvenile Task Group for 2009 from the Formula Grants application.  The group met on March 5, April 7, July 7, September 29, and November 9, 2009 and March 29, 2010 to plan for the continued dissemination of the one-day patrol officer curriculum “Effective Police Interactions with Youth” that the task group designed, piloted, showcased and evaluated over the past three years.  A Connecticut “train the trainer” session was held May 1, 5 and 6, 2009.  All the trained instructors that were continuing to work with the Police/Juvenile Task Group (6) and nine new officers were trained/retrained and had the opportunity to practice their new skills by training the ten sessions of the curriculum offered in May, June and August 2009.  In this process training was provided to 196 persons.  In addition, training has been offered in Connecticut twice each month November 2009 through March 2010 for a total of another 200 persons trained.

The Police/Juvenile Task Group has planned a train the trainer session for the “Effective Police Interactions with Youth” curriculum for September 23 and 24, 2010.  That should provide enough trainers through 2011 for additional sessions in Connecticut as well as out-of-state trainings (if funds become available for that work).  The group will continue to advocate for having the curriculum, or parts of it, in the State Police Academy curriculum and the POST training for new municipal police officers.  Meetings with both agencies are planned for April 2010.  In addition, the Police/Juvenile Task Group will help researchers address how to measure whether teaching “Effective Police Interactions with Youth” results in reducing DMC.
Update from the School/Police Task Group (IV)
The School/Police Task Group has just begun working towards its goal of developing and disseminating model policies and agreements concerning school/police interactions.  The first task for these dedicated individuals is agreeing to the outline of the documents, which should happen before summer 2010.  Two meetings of the group are planned for May 11 and June 1, 2010.  The next task is completing the outline with recommended policies, procedures and language for written agreements.  It is also likely that the group will need legal advice, especially on FERPA and constitutional issues.  It is expected that a draft policy will be ready by December 2010.  After that the School/Police Task Group will focus on sharing their work, advocating for system change and measuring their effect on DMC.

Update from the Subcommittee on Combating Underage Drinking (V)
Ms. LaMotte reported that the Subcommittee on Combating Underage Drinking met on March 29, 2010 to review five third-year continuation applications.  Members attending were Fran Carino (DCJ), Valerie LaMotte (OPM), Geralyn Laut (Glastonbury), DeAnna Lia (DCF), Seth Mancini (DPS), Mary Kate Mason (DMHAS), Sue Naide (DCJ), Scott Newgass (SDE) and Jack Suchy(DCP).  The Subcommittee recommended continuation funding for three applications from the Department of Consumer Protection and the Governor’s Prevention Partnership.  It recommended denying applications from The Consultation Center and MADD Connecticut State Organization because these applications were not clear about what was going to be done and where, and did not present measurable outputs or results.
Action on Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws (EUDL) Program Grant Applications (VI)
The JJAC voted unanimously on the action listed below for funding under the Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws (EUDL) Program.

The JJAC unanimously agreed to table The Consultation Center and MADD applications for revisions to the program plans.

Update on Applications Received Under the Police and Youth and School Attendance Programs (VII)
Ms. LaMotte reported that she did not have the time to sort out applications, which were due on March 31, 2010.  She announced the grant review meeting dates for the last week in April and solicited additional members for this task.
Action on Support to the Juvenile Justice Advisory Committee RFP (VIII)

Ms. LaMotte distributed the revised RFP for Support to the JJAC.  The JJAC unanimously approved the RFP.
Update on Legislative Activities (IX)

Ms. LaMotte distributed H.B. 5521, which includes language supporting the JJAC’s disproportionate minority contact (DMC) recommendations to reduce DMC in detention and require annual reporting of DMC plans and accomplishments by each state juvenile justice-related agency.  A public hearing was held on H.B. 5521 on March 19, and the bill was approved by the Joint Committee on Judiciary on March 26, 2010.

Other Business (X)

The JJAC unanimously approved submitting a request to OJJDP for a one year grant period extension for the 2008 Title II Formula Grants Program because of unspent administrative funds.

The JJAC agreed to hold three fewer meetings next fiscal year.  The remaining seven meetings will be held in September, October, December, February, April, May and June.

The meeting was adjourned at 4:10 p.m.
