Introductions (I)
The meeting was called to order at approximately 1:10 p.m.  Members introduced themselves briefly.
Juvenile Justice Formula Grant Responsibility Going Forward (II)

John Forbes began the discussion by advising the group that the State of Connecticut has decided to forgo applying for the OJJDP Formula II grant funding at least for the current year (2018).  The formal letter to Administrator Caren Harp on February 22, 2018 was distributed. Going forward, the State of Connecticut is considered to be a Non-Participating state for which non-profit agencies will have the opportunity to apply for approximately the same amount of money OPM would have been granted had they applied.  It is unclear at this time as to what the requirements of the non-profit would be with respect to compliance monitoring and addressing the 4 core requirements.

The State of Connecticut has completed the compliance monitoring required for the 2018 application submission even though it has been decided that we will not apply as a state entity. Some concerns were raised regarding non-compliance within the 4 core requirements now that it is not mandated because of our non-participating status.
Adoption of Recommendations for 4th DMC Study (III)

The proposed recommendation previously completed by Valerie LaMotte were distributed and discussed.  During analysis of item I., Fran Carino mentioned the earlier wishes of Valerie to make stickers or magnets of the JJAC logo to hand out to probation officers, DCF workers, and other system practitioners to raise awareness of Implicit bias.  Statewide trainings and specific agency trainings were among other ideas. 
Christine Rapillo is currently revising the suggested recommendations and will distribute them by email for all to vote on electronically.  

Consideration of Funding Proposals for JJ Formula Grant Funds for 2015, 2016 and 2017 (IV)
John led this agenda item with mention that the current distribution of funds will not be in accordance with previous plans.  The shift in focus will be made from DMC and school attendance to diversion, likely through funding youth service bureaus and/or juvenile review boards. The current funding given to the 3 big cities for their JRBs most likely will not be maintained in the FY19 state budget.  A possible use of the OJJDP funds on hand could be to restore that funding, even if for only 1 year, as not having JRBs in those communities will severely harm reform. The other proposals were presented and distributed. Those included: a statewide data collection system for YSBs and JRBs, JRB research project or possible JRB training event.
Moving the JJAC under the Administrative Umbrella of the JJPOC (V)
OPM and OJJDP have been in talks about the possible move of the SAG from JJAC to JJPOC.  It was still unclear as to whether or not this would be a viable option as the answer to this question has always been a redirect to the associated legislation.  However, a possibility could be to make it its own subcommittee under JJPOC.
Other Business (VI)
The meeting was adjourned at approximately 2:30 p.m.
