Minutes of the April 2, 2009 Meeting ( I )

The meeting was called to order at 2:45 p.m. by Mr. Anthony Salius, JJAC Chairperson.  The Minutes of the April 2, 2009 Meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.  

Update on the Federal Advisory Committee on Juvenile Justice ( II )

Ms. Valerie LaMotte reported that the OJJDP Federal Advisory Committee on Juvenile Justice (FACJJ) will hold its next meeting on October 29-31, 2009 in Austin, Texas.  State Representative DebraLee Hovey, JJAC member designated by Governor Rell to represent Connecticut on the FACJJ, plans to attend this fall meeting and will report back to the JJAC in November. 
JJAC’s Power Point Presentation on Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) ( III )

Ms. Valerie LaMotte presented the newly developed Power Point on DMC in Connecticut.  This presentation is based upon the recently completed state system study on DMC sponsored by the JJAC.  It is designed to be used in the informational meetings for key system leaders on the study’s findings and JJAC recommendations.  The comprehensive presentation consists of background information, JJAC recommendations, study findings, and action steps.  The JJAC was impressed with the presentation and approved its use in the planned informational meetings.    
Report of the Subcommittee on Police Training ( IV )

The Subcommittee on Police Training met on May 5, 2009 to review applications under the Police and Youth Program.  Applicant agencies were eligible to apply for grant awards up to $100,000 for the 12-month period of July1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.  The goals of this program are to promote positive youth development and to increase the number of police officers who are experienced and comfortable working and interacting with youth.  Of the 31 applications reviewed, the grant review team recommended funding 11 applications for a total of $106,536.
Report of the Grant Review Team on the School Attendance Program ( V )

The Grant Review Team on the School Attendance Program met on May 30, 2009 and reviewed applications from 8 local school districts for projects designed to address and improve school attendance based upon the analysis of local attendance data.  Of the 8 applications reviewed, the Grant Review Team recommended the funding of 4 applications for a total of $182,731.

Update on the Media Campaign to Reduce Underage Drinking ( VII )
