Minutes of the March 6, 2014 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 2:37 p.m.  The minutes of the March 6, 2014 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Review of the Funds Allocation Sheets (II)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte reviewed the funds sheets and answered questions from JJAC members.
Update on the School Attendance Model Kindergarten Program (III)

Ms. LaMotte informed the members that the School Attendance Model Kindergarten Program is posted on the DAS and OPM web sites with a due date of May 22, 2014.  This program is an effort to have a consistent model addressing the attendance of kindergarten students across districts so there would be enough numbers served to evaluate the initiative.  Recommendations for funding under this program will be shared with the JJAC at the June 12 meeting.  Those persons interested is serving on the grant review task group should contact Ms. LaMotte soon.  Ann-Marie DeGraffenreidt and Christine Rapillo volunteered.  
Update and Action on the Law-Related Education Program (IV)
Ms. LaMotte shared a draft of the proposed Law-Related Education Program, which would provide up to $60,000 for law-related education across the state in 2014/2015.  The JJAC approved this competitive program for distribution.  It will be placed on the DAS and OPM web sites.
Report of the Subcommittee on Police Training (V)
Ms. LaMotte distributed a summary of the Subcommittee on Police Training’s review of the 22 applications received under the Police and Youth Program.  The Subcommittee recommended that 10 of the 22 be awarded funds.

Update on the Law Enforcement Training Program (VII)
Ms. LaMotte informed the JJAC that the budget for the Law Enforcement Training Program federal grant directly to Civics First, Inc. for the Effective Police Interactions with Youth training to out of state entities was approved and an application to receive the training was announced by OJJDP on April 30, 2014.  Applications are due June 30, 2014.  The first training under this grant is happening in Baltimore City, Maryland currently (April 30, May 1 & 2, 2014).
Action on Connecticut’s Application under the 2014 Title II Formula Grants Program (VIII)

The JJAC approved the application for the 2014 Title II Formula Grants Program, which is due June 2, 2014.  The total amount to Connecticut is $421,596.
Action on Connecticut’s Application under Investigator-Initiated Research: The Comprehensive School Safety Initiative (IX)

Ms. LaMotte informed JJAC members about a new competitive grant available to research school safety initiatives that included school to prison pipeline, school disciplinary processes, and disparate treatment based on race/ethnicity as eligible topics.  She proposed a research grant with the University of Connecticut to continue the evaluation of the Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police training to look beyond trainee increases in knowledge and changes in attitudes.  This evaluation project would look at whether the training changes the behavior of the trained school staff and decreases disciplinary incidents, out of school sanctions, and referrals to juvenile court.  The plan is to train and evaluate entire school buildings.  The JJAC approved competing for these funds.  The application is due May 22, 2014.

Other Business (VIII)
The JJAC approved requesting from OJJDP an extension of one year to June 30, 2015 for the 2011 Juvenile Accountability Block Grants Program.
