Report of the School/Police Trainers (V)
Ms. LaMotte reported that the new group, School/Police Trainers, had their first meeting on April 25, 2012.  These are school and police personnel who have volunteered to train the new curriculum being developed from the patrol officer curriculum.  It is called Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police.  There was a long discussion of how to “encourage” school districts to participate in the evaluation of the new curriculum.  Districts participating would have to identify at least 12 staff for the training.  Six of the 12 would be chosen to attend the training and the other 6 would be in the control group and expected to answer two questionnaires related to the training.  It was suggested that offering $500 in “mini-grants” to participating schools or districts would be appropriate.  Ms. LaMotte was directed to gather input from the School/Police Trainers and move forward with this approach.

Update on Legislative Activities (Federal and State) (VI)

Members discussed several bills pending in the state legislature, but with the legislative session ending in a few days, it was not known what would be enacted and what would die without action.
