Minutes of the March 5, 2015 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 2:45 p.m.  The minutes of the March 5, 2015 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Review of the Funds Allocation Sheets (II)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte reviewed the funds sheets and answered questions from JJAC members.
Action on the School Attendance Model Kindergarten Program Continuation Applications (III)

Ms. LaMotte informed the members that School Attendance Model Kindergarten Program continuation applications were received from 10 of 11 grantees in 2014/2015.  The Thompson Public Schools chose not to continue their participation although their representative expressed her appreciation for the opportunity and the knowledge she gained as part of the first year of model implementation.  Staff recommended approval of the 10 applications received.
Action on the Law-Related Education Program Continuation Application (IV)
Ms. LaMotte shared copies of the application received from the sole eligible applicant, Civics First, Inc.  Staff recommended approval of this application.
Report of the Subcommittee on Police Training (V)
Ms. LaMotte distributed a summary of the Subcommittee on Police Training’s review of the 26 applications received under the Police and Youth Program.  The Subcommittee recommended that 10 of the 22 be awarded funds. Update on the Law Enforcement Training Program and the Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police: A Training Model (ESSI) Project (VII)
Ms. LaMotte informed the JJAC of the activities of these federal grants—the out of state law enforcement trainings conducted and the progress in arranging to train all school staff in 10 public schools in Connecticut during the 2015/2016 school year.
Action on Connecticut’s Application under the 2015 Title II Formula Grants Program (VIII)

The JJAC approved the application for the 2015 Title II Formula Grants Program, which is due June 16, 2015.  The total amount to Connecticut is estimated at $421,596 the same as last year.  Updated figures will be distributed by OJJDP when they are available.
Action on Connecticut’s Application under the Research and Evaluation on Justice Systems Program (IX)

Ms. LaMotte informed JJAC members about a new competitive grant available to research juvenile justice systems initiatives that was available with a due date of April 15, 2015.  She developed and submitted a research proposal with the University of Connecticut to continue the evaluation of the Effective Police Interactions with Youth training to look beyond trainee increases in knowledge and changes in attitudes.  This evaluation project would look at whether the training changes the behavior of the trained patrol officers and decreases referrals to juvenile court and disproportionate minority contact with police.  The plan is to train and evaluate entire patrol staff of up to 10 police departments.  

Update and Action on the Application Form for the Right Response CT Network (X)

Ms. LaMotte expressed concern about decreasing funding and whether there would be sufficient funding available to support this program.  Members were interested in continuing funding.  The issue will be reviewed with updated financial information at the next JJAC meeting in September.

Other Business (XI)
The JJAC approved requesting from OJJDP an extension of one year for the 2012 and 2013 Juvenile Accountability Block Grants Programs and for the 2012 Title II Formula Grants Program.
