Minutes of the March 7, 2013 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 2:46 p.m.  The minutes of the March 7, 2013 meeting were unanimously approved as distributed.
Update on the CPTV Documentary, The Color of Justice (II)
Members discussed their points of view about The Color of Justice, but everybody was generally pleased with the results of this DMC (disproportionate minority contact) initiative of the JJAC.  There was considerable discussion of follow up outreach through CPTV to be conducted by the Connecticut Juvenile Justice Alliance.  Members determined they needed additional budget information before awarding monies for this.
Update from the School/Police Task Group (III)

The School/Police Task Group met on April 23 and discussed creating a Part 2 school staff curriculum, which would highlight the Manchester successes.  Also discussed was the possible new law mandating memoranda of agreement between superintendents of schools and chiefs of police.  It was decided to wait for the end of the legislative session to move forward.  However, a subgroup meeting was set for June 10 to work on the new curriculum.
Review of Funds Allocation Sheets (IV)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte reviewed the updated funds allocations sheets.

Staff Report on the School/Police JUST.START Program Applications (V)

Ms. LaMotte reported that three applications had been received under the School/Police JUST.START Program.  Each of the three had technical problems (two with budget issues and one without a signed memorandum of agreement).  She recommended that none of the three be awarded funds.

Report of the Subcommittee on Police Training (VI)

Ms. LaMotte distributed a summary of the Subcommittee on Police Training’s review of the 23 applications received under the Police and Youth Program.  The Subcommittee recommended that 13 of the 23 be awarded funds.
Report of the Grants Review Team on the School Attendance Program (VII)

Ms. LaMotte distributed a summary of the activity of the Grants Review Team on the School Attendance Program.  Of the nine applications received, the Team recommended all nine for funding.
