Minutes of the May 8, 2013 Meeting (I)
The meeting was called to order at 2:40 p.m.  Approval of the minutes of the May 8, 2013 meeting was postponed because the minutes were not complete.
Review of Funds Allocation Sheets (II)
Ms. Valerie LaMotte reviewed the updated funds allocations sheets.

Action on Grant Applications (III)
Ms. LaMotte presented information from the Connecticut Public Broadcasting Network (CPBN) concerning the budget for the outreach effort for the DMC documentary, The Color of Justice and the third year continuation application from Civics First, Inc. for the Law-Related Education Program.  Members decided they wanted to change the number of DVD’s purchased from CPBN to 100 long version in English and 250 short version in English plus 50 of all the other versions and wanted to reduce radio advertising for the outreach efforts to $5,400.

The JJAC voted to allocate Connecticut’s 2013 Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws Block Grant funds ($59,639) for enforcement action by the Liquor Control Division of the Department of Consumer Protection.

Update on the Train the Trainer Session of Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police to be held June 4 & 5, 2013 (IV)
Ms. LaMotte reported that seven new and five continuing trainers completed the Train the Trainer session held June 4 & 5 at the Water’s Edge in Westbrook.  This training included the distribution of a revised curriculum.  There are now 16 trainers—eight school staff trainers and eight police officer trainers.
Other Business (XI)

Ms. LaMotte reported on the June 10 meeting of the School/Police Task Group’s subgroup on a Part 2 curriculum of the school staff training.  The result of a long meeting was the proposal of a new program for funding called the Right Response CT Network.  This Network of 8 to 16 communities would work together to improve their memoranda of agreement between the superintendent of schools and the chief of police, receive funds for preventive and intervention strategies, encourage attendance at the Part 1 school staff training, and attend training events that would provide technical assistance and training concerning the implementation of MOA’s and the successes of communities like Manchester.  With a short turn around, the funds could be used in the 2013/2014 school year.
The JJAC agreed to allocate $400,000 for the Right Response CT Network and asked staff to release the program announcement before the end of June with a due date of August 30, 2013.
