Update on the Pilot of the Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police Training to be held June 5, 2012 (IV)

Ms. LaMotte gave a brief update on the pilot of the training curriculum for school staff.  Approximately 15 persons, plus some individuals already planning to be trainers, attended the all day session.  Participants completed pre and post training surveys to help with the evaluation and stayed after the training to provide feedback.  In general the feedback was supportive and five trainees volunteered to be trainers in the fall.  Lessons learned included the difficulty of learning and teaching the curriculum without much practice time, and the difference a school staff audience brings—much more vocal and interactive than previous trainings with a police audience and so requiring some adjustments to the length of the training.  A “train the trainer” session is planned for August 6 & 7, 2012 and the evaluation of 21 sessions is scheduled for fall.
Update on the Set The Rules CT Underage Drinking Prevention Media Campaign (V)
Ms. LaMotte spoke very briefly about the spring campaign conducted in collaboration with the Prevention Unit of the Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services.  More details will be available at the September meeting.
Other Business (VI)
The JJAC approved asking for a second extension for the 2009 Title II Formula Grant of nine months to June 30, 2013.
