	Juvenile Accountability Incentive Block Grants

This program promotes greater accountability in the juvenile justice system through twelve purpose areas that cover building, expanding, renovating or operating juvenile correctional facilities; developing and administering accountability-based sanctions for juvenile offenders; hiring of juvenile judges, probation officers, defenders and prosecutors; funding of pre-trial court services for juveniles; funding for technology, equipment and training for prosecutors and court personnel; and interagency information sharing programs.  The JAIBG program requires a 10% state match that is included in the dollar amounts below.

	Support enhanced targeting and supervision of high risk, high need juveniles sentenced to probation through the hiring of juvenile probation officers.

	Fund additional attorney, social worker, investigator and secretarial services for juvenile public defender offices including additional computers, training and use of state owned motor vehicles for juvenile staff.  And, support the Juvenile Reentry Program.

	Provide a secure, short-term alternative for 20 delinquent males who are not performing adequately in a community setting.  The objective is to provide treatment and education within a controlled setting, and to supply each youth with the tools needed to return to the community.

	Support training for staff and equipment for the new Connecticut Juvenile Training School.
