This program promotes greater accountability in the juvenile justice system through purpose areas that cover building, expanding, renovating or operating juvenile correctional facilities; developing and administering accountability-based sanctions for juvenile offenders; hiring of probation officers, defenders and prosecutors; funding of pre-trial court services for juveniles; funding for technology, equipment and training for prosecutors and court personnel; and interagency information sharing.  The JAIBG program requires a 10% state match that is included in the dollar amounts below.
