A Youth Advisory Committee (YAC) is composed entirely of youth and is established to make recommendations and give advice to the chief law enforcement officer of the community.  Other activities funded under this program include police as mentors with groups of youth; police academies; police led athletic, skill training or social events for youth; police participation with youth in adventure activities; and police as school resource officers.
