	Positive relationships will be built between police officers and youth by providing a variety of youth development opportunities with police in a non-traditional law enforcement role.  Activities will include a Youth Advisory Board, outdoor adventure, skill building and social events.

	100 youth will be provided opportunities to work with police in non-enforcement roles through Youth Police Academy trainings and by hosting a community forum.  Team building/trust building activities between youth and police will open lines of communication.
