	Positive relationships will be built between police officers and youth by providing a variety of youth development opportunities with police in a non-traditional law enforcement role.  Activities will include a Youth Advisory Board, outdoor adventure, skill building and social events.

	Greenwich Police Dept.
Greenwich Police Flag Football
$9,600
	This project will offer structured, intramural flag football competition between ten 10-member teams for 100 youth ages 10 to 15.  Volunteers will be full-time sworn law enforcement members of the Greenwich Police who will manage all aspects of the project including coaching.

Hartford Police Soccer Camp
$9,999
	The Hartford Police Soccer Camp will consist of a four-week program to be held on Tuesday and Thursdays from 5 p.m. to 8 p.m. at the Bulkeley High School soccer field.  Approximately 10 Hartford police officers will participate in the camp and coach the teams.

Police Table Pool Tournament

	Police officers will be teamed up one-on-one with youth for a table pool tournament to be held at the Marlborough Senior Center.  The project will provide an opportunity for interaction between 10-20 youth and 3-10 patrol officers who will also provide transportation for the youth.

Community Clean Up

	Ten to 15 high school aged youth will work with selected patrol officers to accomplish their school community service requirement through four “Community Clean Up” sessions.  The youth will be involved in the planning of the sessions and a concluding reward at a Rocks Cats game.

Kids and Cops Together

	This project will support two daylong team-building sessions at the Great Hollow Wilderness School.  Each session will involve 45 youth ages 13 to 18 and four police officers/state troopers.  In this way all 8 officers who work patrol in New Fairfield will participate with the kids.
