	The target for this project is 7th and 8th graders who have been absent 10% or more during the 2012/2013 school year.  Opportunities will be created for these students and their families to have more personal contact with the school community via phone calls, home visits etc.

	Capturing Kids’ Hearts, a research-based program to improve school climate, student behavior and school attendance will be enhanced through 3 components—additional training, continued Campus Calls, and a Mentor Coordinator.
