The goals of the Right Response CT Network Program are to improve school disciplinary systems through collaboration within and among communities and to reduce out of school disciplinary sanctions and referrals to court for school misbehavior.  Successful applicant agencies under the Right Response CT Network must undertake the following complementary activities.

A) Identify at least two team leaders for the local initiative-one school and one community person.

B) Establish a local collaboration team with appropriate school, police and community membership that will meet at least quarterly.

C) Participate in at least three Network sessions.

D) Send at least 10 school staff, including at least 5 teachers, to the JJAC’s daylong training called “Effective School Staff Interactions with Students and Police.”

E) Customize, sign, and implement a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between the schools and the police based upon a model that has been developed by the JJAC.

F) Increase or enhance collaborative, preventive and/or intervention strategies.
