Administrative and Residual Union - Letter from Michael Winkler

Many of you have received a letter from Michael Winkler, President of the Administrative and Residual Union that contains erroneous information.  Until you receive a notice from the Office of Labor Relations regarding the status of the appeal of the A&R Interest Arbitration Award, do not implement the award.  

The dispute between the A&R Union and the State of Connecticut concerns the issue of flextime.  The Office of the Attorney General has filed an Application to Vacate the Award.  At the heart of the dispute is arbitrator error.  While the legislature approved the Award, due to the arbitrator error, the Award is defective and cannot be implemented until the issue of Arbitrator error is resolved by the judicial system.

This is a legal dispute that will either be resolved within the judicial system or by agreement of the parties.  Any future communiqués from Mr. Winkler or the A&R Union regarding the award, including grievances, should not be acted upon by agencies.  Kindly send them on to OLR and we will handle them centrally.
