Purchasing and Collection classes – Lump Sum Payments 

On October 16, 2007, the State and the A&R Union reached an agreement that upgraded the following Purchasing and Collection Services job titles:  
Purchasing Services Officer 1

Purchasing Services Officer 2

Purchasing Services Officer 3

Collection Services Investigator

Collection Services Investigator Supervisor

Collection Services Manager I

The main elements of that agreement were described in OLR General Notice 2007-17, issued October 23, 2007.  The agreement also contained provisions for lump sum payments for employees who had moved to certain other P-5 titles or who had retired prior to October 12, 2007.  Those provisions which were determined to require legislative approval were submitted to the legislature and were approved on May 7, 2008.  Therefore, agencies should now provide the lump sum payments to those employees or retirees covered by the following.

1. Employees who were in the above titles as of June 30, 2004 but who moved into other P-5 unit classes prior to October 12, 2007 shall receive a lump sum payment of $1,000.  This payment, however, shall not apply to employees who moved into any of the contract or reimbursement titles or into other collection or purchasing titles.  

2. Employees who were in the above titles as of June 30, 2003 but who retired and began receiving pension benefits prior to October 12, 2007 shall receive a lump sum payment of $2,000.  This salary payment shall be attributed to the retiree’s last three years of state service as if one-third had been paid in each of the three years.



3. The lump sum payments shall not apply to employees who left state service (except if retired) or who moved into management or another bargaining unit prior to October 12, 2007.
 


We have attached a list of current or former employees who may qualify for the payment.  Their names were compiled from a list of employees who had been in the classes since June 2004 but the information may not have been fully accurate and it does not include individuals who retired prior to June 2004.  Therefore, while this list may be of some assistance to agencies, it cannot serve as the sole source of information since it may include individuals who do not meet the criteria and may not include others who do in fact meet the criteria.  

The Retirement and Benefits Division of the Office of the State Comptroller should be notified of any payments made to retirees.  The reporting of the payment should indicate that it should be attributed to the retiree’s last three years of state service as if one-third (i.e. $666.66, $666.67 and $666.67) had been paid in each of the three years.  Since the payment is for service as an active employee, the appropriate retirement contributions should be deducted, if applicable, from the payment.
