Supreme Court Decision - Nagy, Barber et al. v. State of Connecticut - Special Circumstances

There have been some questions raised about the calculations described in General Notice No. 99-12 for certain types of employees or situations.  To assist in this effort, we have prepared an additional Excel chart with four worksheets.  The worksheets address the following four types of calculations:

· Employees who were increased from 35 to 36.25 hours effective July 1, 1995 and then retired or separated or otherwise were not eligible for the later increases in leave balances.

· Employees who were increased from 35 to 37.5 hours and then retired or separated or otherwise were not eligible for the later leave increases.

· Employees who were increased from 35 to 38.75 hours and then retired or separated or otherwise were not eligible for the later leave increase.

· Employees who were increased from 35 to 40 hours effective July 1, 1995.

The Excel chart that was distributed with General Notice 99-12 had the effect of continuing to grant compounding increases on the later dates even if “zero” was entered as the balance on the later, inapplicable dates.  While most agencies were handling the situation by manually adding the appropriate amounts, we felt that additional worksheets geared to these specific situations would be helpful.  The original Excel chart should still be used for employees who were not covered by the earlier increase(s) but were eligible for the later increase(s).
