Call to Order:   Peter DeBiasi called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m. and co-chair Edelstein asked members to introduce themselves for the record.  

PRESENTATIONS

· Rep. Tim Bowles was introduced as the first presenter.  Rep. Bowles discussed H.B. 5267 “An Act Concerning the Regional Delivery of Human Services.”  He also discussed work of the Speaker’s M.O.R.E. Commission (Municipal Opportunities & Regional Efficiencies.)  The bill proposes utilizing the Regional Educational Service Center boundaries for coordinating delivery of human services.
A number of cabinet members expressed concerns about the changes this legislation would have on existing service delivery and the host of challenges it presents in implementation.

· Evelyn Barnum, CEO and Deb Polun, Director of Government Affairs and Media Relations of the Community Health Center Association of CT discussed the role of community health centers in providing primary health care, transportation, translation services and referrals to clients.  Health centers are gearing up for an influx of patients in 2014 as a result of implementation of the Affordable Care Act.   They also provide a wide range of medical and educational services including HIV/AIDS services to children, women and families, support and training for Medicaid outreach and enrollment workers, SNAP outreach,  prenatal care and social networking programs.
