Co-Chair Edelstein called the meeting to order at 10:05.  

Minutes for the May 24th Cabinet meeting will be discussed and voted on at the next Cabinet meeting.

Work Group Presentations
· Contract Administration

Co-Chair Goduti reported out the recommendations for consideration by the Nonprofit Liaison related to implementing the distribution of the $40 million in bonds funds included in the budget for FY 14 and FY 15.  There was a lengthy discussion of the document and a number of questions were asked of the Co-Chairs.  Numerous suggestions and comments were offered and noted for further discussion by the Work Group.  

Anne Ruwet moved, seconded by Patrick Johnson to add debt service as an eligible bonding category. 

Ms. Edelstein confirmed that a quorum was present.   The motion was approved with ten (10) in favor, one “no” vote and no abstentions.
Terry Edelstein – Extended the Cabinet’s thanks to Ms Goduti and Deputy Commissioner Brennan for providing very helpful recommendations for her consideration.   

· Population Results 

Co-Chair Yvette Bello highlighted 3 focus areas for the group – 1) what’s happening connecting population indicators to the POS contracts and need feedback from other contractors providing services; 2) population indicators – soliciting data to be sure data is pointing to the correct indicators; 3) recommend structure to organize and maintain this data.  Hope to have recommendations ready for presentation to the Cabinet at the next meeting.
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Peter DeBiasi noted that the workgroup’s goal is to narrow down indicators to those for which reliable data is available, and most importantly to move forward with building consensus on the most promising of these. 
· JOBS 

Co-Chair Maureen Price-Boreland noted they have developed draft policy statements and a road map for moving forward on the following five goals:  1) establish what the current nonprofit work force looks like; 2) future training needs of the workforce; 3) work with Dept of Veterans’ Affairs to match workforce needs and potential workers; 4) work with DECD to develop incentives for nonprofit businesses – the group needs to do more work here; and 5) project the workforce skill requirements for the future considering the impact of the ACA.
Terry Edelstein noted that she participated in recent discussions with Access Health CT and CT Health Care Advocate about joint training regarding the ACA implementation, and that perhaps this is no longer necessary to include on the Jobs Workgroup’s agenda.

Legislative Issues 

· Human service regional planning was included in the General Government Implementer – HB 6706, Section 327, with CoGs as the identified planning regions and lead organizations.  Co-Chair Edelstein encouraged nonprofit provider participation in this process as it rolls out.  

· Legislative Session Summary - Terry Edelstein is developing a summary of the session, focusing on issues that affect nonprofit organizations.

Next Steps
Work Group Recommendation Discussions: Recommendations from the Work Groups will be further discussed at the meeting on June 21st and future meetings, and will be used to formulate the Cabinet’s report to the Governor.  

It was noted that meeting quorums become very important going forward because of the need to take action on the work group recommendations. Designees of Cabinets members were requested to encourage members to attend future meetings.
