Meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. by Co-chair Edelstein.   
· Announcement of Nonprofit Grant Program: Governor Malloy joined the meeting and announced the launch of the FY ’14 $20 million Nonprofit Grant Program.  Funds will be available through a competitive bidding process to address capital needs. Applications are due no later than Oct. 5. He thanked the group for their hard work and encouraged nonprofits to apply for funding from this pool.  

· Contract Procurement & Administration W.G.

Recommended Changes to the Procurement Standards: Alyssa Goduti, co-chair of the W.G. presented update of Work Group’s recommendations based on Cabinet member feedback at a previous meeting. 

·  Sec I.H 3 – Procurement Training:
Add:  “OPM shall seek to work with State Agencies and provide training tools as needed 
to help ensure training is consistent with statewide standards and requirements.”
· Sec  II.B 1 – Sole Source Contracts: 


 Increase thresholds to 
$50,000 and contract term to two years. These would require statutory changes. 
· Sec I.H 3 and Sec II.B 1 - Motion (Ruwet/Rehmer) to accept recommendations as revised approved unanimously by a voice vote.

· Sec II.C 2 – Procurement Schedule: 
Added clarification: “provide flexibility to state agencies so they can address concerns with a particular contractor’s performance without re-procuring the entire system for that service type.”
Motion (Ruwet/___) to accept recommendation as revised was approved unanimously by a voice vote.
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· Sec IV. A – Evaluating the Need:
Added:  “Primarily related to PSA’s”.  This wording is throughout the procurement standards.  This section is primarily to more concisely and clearly describe when a state agency should engage a contractor for PSAs. 
Motion (Dimenstein/Rehmer) to accept recommendation as revised approved unanimously by a voice vote.
· Sec IV. F – Writing the RFP: 
Recommended change:  “In developing such new or innovation service models an Agency may, as appropriate, seek input from stakeholders, including service recipients and clients, service providers, and other experts,  prior to the promulgation of the RFP”.

Blackout period should start once the RFP is out.  That signals the end of communication.
Motion (O’Connell/Dakers) to accept recommendation as revised approved unanimously by voice vote. 
· Sec IV F. 4 – Evaluation Criteria:
Recommended Change:”Weights to be disclosed unless there are specific and compelling reasons not to disclose weights for a particular program.”
Motion (Macy/Porter) to accept recommendation as revised was approved unanimously by voice vote. 
· Sec  IV K.3 - Contractor Selection:
Recommended Change Underlined:  “The Screening Committee reports the names of the three (3) top ranking proposals for each award to the agency head.”
 Motion (Roberts/Johnson) to accept the recommendation as revised was approved unanimously by voice vote.
· Sec  IV K.3 - Contractor Selection and Timeline:

Recommended Change underlined: “The Agency must post the results of the procurement on the Agency website within 15 days of the contract execution………The Agency must make a good faith effort to complete the negotiation process within forty-five (45) days of notification of the award and have the resultant contract(s) executed not later than 30 days prior to the contract start date.

Motion (O’Connell//Bello) to accept recommendation as revised approved unanimously by voice vote.
· Sec V.B – Debriefing and Appeal Process: 
Recommended change underlined: “….however, the provider who requests a debriefing shall be given information…”
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 Motion (Ruwet/Rehmer) to accept recommendation as revised approved unanimously by voice vote.
· Sec. V D.1 – Monitoring Contractors:
 Recommendation Change as additional responsibility of contract monitor:  “collaborative discussion geared toward service delivery improvement.”
Motion (Marcie/Porter) to accept recommendation as revised approved unanimously by voice vote.

· Sec IV F 4 – Format for Proposals:


Amend existing language.  Recommended change to recognize OPM standard RFP template:  



 “As RFPs may vary from agency to agency and from project to project within an Agency, OPM has established a standard RFP proposal format that may be used for POS contracts.”
Motion (Macy/Rehmer) to accept recommendation as revised.  Approved unanimously by voice vote.
Section I F: On behalf of Bill Carbone Cynthia Theron noted that while the Judicial Branch welcomes the opportunity to be kept informed of these standards and will work together to have consistency in as many places as possible, the Judicial Branch has its own set of procurement standards – many of which are similar to the Executive Branch’s – that it follows
Revenue Retention: Co-Chair Goduti recapped the following Revenue Retention Options suggested by the work group:  
 1. 100% Revenue retention; 

 2. Revenue retention of up to 5% with a $100,000 cap;
 3. Revenue retention of up to 5% with a $250,000 cap;
 4. Revenue retention of 50% (modeled after current DDS approach)
5.  Revenue retention based on budget language included for DDS providers, gives discretion to DDS commissioner to determine how much money is returned to the system and to providers with approval by OPM Secretary

It was noted that Revenue Retention would not apply to fee-for-service contracts. 

Discussion by members included concerns of how the revenue would be applied; who is eligible; how revenue would be generated; oversight of contract obligations; in lean years the State would “sweep it away as revenue”, affect on Federal match contracts, and how to create consistency across State Agencies. 
It was noted that some state agencies currently deal with revenue retention through the budget revision process, and this should be taken into consideration when recommending any cross-agency approach.  The Work Group will continue to discuss and refine their proposals. 
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Population Results W.G.

Co-Chair Bello noted that recommendations are nearing completion and will be presented at the next Cabinet meeting
· JOBS W.G.

Co-Chair Macy indicated their work is nearing completion and final recommendations will be presented at next Cabinet meeting.
· Brainstorming
Suggestions from the Cabinet members included:  Adding Commissioners from the recently created State agencies a Cabinet seat; , ensuring an equal number of State and nonprofit provider Cabinet membership, increasing non-Cabinet member participation in Workgroups;  and future discussion on COLAs,  Health care costs; Licensing issues  and deemed status. Discussion also included possible re-structuring of meetings to include fewer full-Cabinet presentations and spreading “deadlines” for recommendations over a longer period of time. 
Terry Edelstein requested the members further review the topics for future Cabinet focus and email the co-chairs their other ideas and/or questions for discussion.

All suggestions will be vetted as part of planning for the coming year.
