FINAL DECISION AND ORDER
ISSUES:
1. Whether the Board’s proposed program for the Student for the 2009-10 school year is appropriate;

2. Whether the Board committed violations of the procedural safeguards which resulted in a denial of
FAPE; and

3. Whether the Parents’ placement of the Student at CCCD is appropriate and shall be reimbursed.

SUMMARY:
