FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

ISSUES:
1. Whether the Board developed an appropriate program for the Student for the 2008-09 school year.
2. Whether the Board developed an appropriate program for the Student for the 2009-10 school year.
3. Whether the Board developed an appropriate program for the Student for the 2010-11 school year.
4. Whether the Board committed procedural violations as outlined in the request for hearing which resulted in a

denial of a free appropriate public education [FAPE] to the Student.

Whether the Parents’ placement of the Student at Eagle Hill is appropriate and shall be reimbursed.

Whether the Parents shall be reimbursed for the Independent Educational Evaluation conducted by Miriam

Cherkes-Julkowski.

7. Whether the Board’s actions as outlined in the request for hearing were a denial of the Parents’ procedural
rights and retaliation against them for exercising their rights under IDEA and FERPA, denied the Student
FAPE, and violated the rights of the Student and the Parents under IDEA, FERPA, the Americans with
Disabilities Act, 42 U.S.C. 812101 et seq. and 8504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, 29 U.S.C. §794.

8. Whether the Student is entitled to two full years of compensatory education.
