FINAL DECISION AND ORDER 

A special education hearing in the above-captioned matter was requested by Student’s Attorney via 

letter dated August 26, 2010.1 The thirty-day resolution period runs through September 30 and the deadline 

for mailing the final decision and order is November 14, 2010. 

The issue identified in the request for due process is whether Student should remain at Spring Glen 

School for the balance of Student’s elementary education. 

Prior to the scheduling of a pre-hearing conference, Student’s Attorney indicated that the parties 

arrived at a settlement and that the request was withdrawn with prejudice.
