FINAL DECISION AND ORDER
ISSUES:
1. Whether the Board’s program for the Student for the 2009-10 school year was
appropriate;
2. Whether the Board offered an appropriate program for the Student for the 2010-11 school
year,

3. Whether the Parents’ placement of the Student at Saint Matthew’s School with related
services is appropriate;

4. Whether the Parents shall be reimbursed for the educational expenses and related services
for the Student for the 2009-10 and 2010-11 school year, including the psychological
evaluation, the services for tutoring, speech and language services and occupational
therapy services. '

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/DISCUSSION:

This request for hearing was received by the Board on January 11, 2011, A prehearing
conference convened on February 2, 2011. A request for extension of the mailing date was
granted, and this matter was scheduled for hearing on March 14, Prior to the first hearing date,
the Parents’ attorney submitted notification that the Parents are withdrawing their hearing request
with prejudice as the parties had arrived at a settlement.
