I. Whether the Board’s program for the Student for the 2011-12 school year is appropriate,

2. Whether the Board’s program for the Student for the 2010-11 school year was appropriate.

3. Whether the Board’s program for the Student for the 2009-10 school year, from Dec. I, 2009 to
the end of the school year, was appropriate.

4. Whether the Board has committed procedural violations which have resulted in the denjal of
FAPE to the Student from December 1, 2009 to the 2011-12 school year.
