FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

ISSUES:

1. Whether the Board’s proposed program for the 2012-13 school year is appropriate;

2. If not, whether the Parent’s proposed program in an appropriate educational program in
district to include an independent educational consultant to oversee the program, collect
data and train staff, as necessary; one hour per day of one-on-one instruction with a
certified special education teacher in language arts; one hour per day of one-on-one
instruction with a certified special education teacher in reading; one half-hour per week
of one-on-one occupational therapy, focusing on visual perception and handwriting,
together with direct instruction in social interactions and pragmatic language; or at Ben

Bronz Academy.

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/DISCUSSION:

This request for hearing was received by the Board on October 23, 2012 and a prehearing
conference convened on October 29, 2013, The parties mediated the case on November 20,
2013, On November 27, 2013 the Parents’ attorney submitted notification that the parties had
entered into a settlement agreement resolving all claims and that the Parents were withdrawing
the request for due process with prejudice.
