FINAL DECISION AND ORDER

ISSUE:

Was the behavior that was the basis of the Student’s discipline a manifestation of the
Student’s disability as defined by 34 C.IF.R. §300.530(e)(1)?

PROCEDURAL HISTORY/SUMMARY:

Parents filed a request for an expedited due process hearing on November 16, 2012, The
Request was received on November 19, 2012, The Mailing Date of the Final Decision is
January 2, 2013. A hearing date was noticed for November 29 and then rescheduled for
December 5, 2012 on request of the Parents’ attorney. On November 30, 2012, Parent’s
attorney notified the Hearing Officer that the Board and Parents had begun a dialogue to
settle their differences. Therefore, Parents requested that the due process hearing be
withdrawn, without prejudice, with the hopes that a settlement can be reached.
