Has the district failed to provide appropriate transportation services, as set out in Student’s April
3, 2013 Individualized Education Program?

PROCEDURAL HISTORY AND SUMMARY:

On September 16, 2013, the Plymouth Board of Education received a Request for a Special
Education Due Process Hearing. The undersigned hearing officer was appointed on September
16, 2013. The deadline for the mailing of the final decision and order is November 30, 2013.
On October 3, 2013, prior to the prehearing conference that had been scheduled to occur on that
day, Parent withdrew the hearing request.

FINAL DECISION AND ORDER:
