PROCEDURAL HISTORY/SUMMARY .

The Parent filed the Due Process Complaint and Request for Hearing on March 18, 2014.

Conference on April 1, 2014. The hearing was scheduled for May 22, 2014. On May 15,
the Parent informed the Hearing Officer that the Parents were withdrawing the Due Process
Complaint.
